These regulations set out the
terms and conditions for the contest organized by CITY College, University of York Europe
Campus, referred to as the Organizer, via email application (hereinafter referred to as the
"Contest"), in accordance with the provisions of Government Ordinance no. 99/2000 on the
marketing of products and services on the market, republished, with subsequent amendments and
completions. Participation in the Contest constitutes express and unconditional acceptance of the

terms and conditions below.

ITI. SCHOLARSHIPS AND ORGANIZATION CONDITIONS

The contest consists of awarding 3 scholarships for the Dual Degree Business Studies (Marketing)

bachelor's program as follows:

1st Place - full scholarship for the 3 years of study, total worth 27.000 euros, representing 9,000
euros/year.

2nd Place - partial scholarship for the 3 years of study, total worth 13,500 euros, representing
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4.500 euros/ year - which is 50% of the annual fee of 9,000 euros/year.
3rd Place - partial scholarship for the 3 years of study, total worth 13,500 euros/year,

representing 4.500 euros/year — which is 50% of the annual fee of 9,000 euros/year.

The scholarships will be awarded for the 3 years of study, subject to compliance with the terms and
conditions regarding the granting of scholarships from partner institutions, which will be
communicated to the winners at the time of enrollment. Failure to meet the criteria for maintaining

the scholarships each year/semester may result in the loss of the scholarship.

Scholarships are non-transferable and cannot be exchanged for cash at the request of the
participants, with the total value being explicitly stated above. The contest will take place from June

31,2024, to July 24™, 2024.

2. MOTIVATION LETTER

Participants must submit a motivation letter explaining why they wish to pursue this educational

program.

Participants must certify their English language proficiency with a certificate required for

enrollment, according to the conditions stipulated here.
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3. HIGH SCHOOL TRANSCRIPT with academic record

The academic record, which must show an average grade of at least 8.00 (if the academic record is
not available at the time of application submission, you can submit your High school GPA in the

participation form. The academic record can be submitted later with the application file.). The

participants take responsibility for ensuring that the average grade of the four years of high school
written in the participation form matches the average grade on the transcript obtained from the

educational institution.

From the submitted works within the deadline, the evaluation committee will select the top 10
works from candidates with the best academic records, and their authors will enter the interview
stage, where they will discuss with representatives of the two universities, either physically or

online.

IV. PARTICIPATION ELIGIBILITY

Participation in the Contest is free for any individual who meets the following conditions:

e Is a high school senior and will take the final high school exam in 2024.

o Has submitted the complete application as per the above requirements (essay, motivation
letter, and high school transcript).

o Certificate type: conditions are stipulated here. Employees or collaborators of the Organizer
or the Organizer's sponsors are not eligible to participate in the Contest even if they meet the

conditions of these Regulations.

V. WINNER SELECTION AND SCHOLARSHIP AWARDING
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The winners of the Contest are selected by the Evaluation Committee composed of representatives
of the two partner universities, based on the evaluation of the works submitted via email, according

to the following criteria:

o Essay structure: Introduction, Main Body, Conclusion (maximum 1 page), and Bibliography.
e Compliance with the required number of references.

o Compliance with the page number.

o Compliance with formatting guidelines.

o Presentation of theoretical elements (concepts, theories specific to the chosen topic).

o Presentation of specific examples related to the chosen topic.

o Expression manner.

The ranking of applicants will be based on the average score obtained from the average grades of

the first 3 years of high school and the score obtained from the essay evaluation.

If the designated winners do not meet the conditions of these Regulations, refuse the
scholarship, or do not respond to the winner announcement email within 48 hours, the

scholarships will be awarded to the next person on the final list.

The determination and announcement of the winners will be made on July 29", 2024, and the

winners will be notified via email.

The winners will be contacted by the Organizer within a maximum of 10 days from the
announcement date to establish the next steps for enrollment. The winners will need to complete the
official application and send all the necessary enrollment documents to the university representative

by the communicated deadline. More details are available here.

The Organizer is not responsible for the inability to contact the winners due to incorrect contact
details provided or lack of response. Failure to contact the winners or lack of response within 48
hours from the date of the contact attempt or from the winner's notification date, as the case

may be, will result in the loss of the scholarship.
VI. DISPUTES

Any disputes arising between the Organizers and participants in the Contest will be resolved
amicably. If the disputes cannot be resolved amicably, any litigation will be within the competence

of the Organizer's court.
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VIII. SUSPENSION AND TERMINATION OF THE CONTEST

The Contest may be suspended or terminated by the Organizer if a force majeure event occurs that
makes it impossible to conduct the Contest or if continuing it would violate legal provisions.
